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The movie Airplane!, along with any other movie
with Leslie Nielson, has humor that revolves
around misunderstandings. One pretty famous
one involved Rumack (Leslie’s character) and
Ted Striker, the male lead who played a passen-
ger:

Rumack: “Can you fly this plane and land it?”
Striker: “Surely you can’t be serious?”
Rumack: “| am serious and don’t call me Shirley.”

The schtick of that type of humor is successful
because it leverages what could be a genuine
misunderstanding of what is happening or being
said, even if it's ridiculous.

Misunderstanding happens in the small things
of everyday life, but it also happens in the big
things. Subtle ways that misunderstanding the
Gospel happens is when we insert fear, compla-
cency, or lies into what the Bible says and what
Jesus did for us. The Gospel is miraculously sim-
ple, and because of that simplicity, it can some-
times be hard to accept. The churches in the New
Testament times faced similar challenges, just as
we are facing today.

I's not a new temptation to add and twist God’s
message. It's actually the oldest trick in the book.
It worked on Adam and Eve, and it still affects us
today. However, we may be more equipped than
anyone before, to be able to combat the tempta-
tion to change the Gospel, and that brings me
courage. We have God's Word at our disposal
24/7/365. Join us this month as we continue to
seek the Lord through His Word!
